OSBG Scholarship Program

The CSBG Scholarship Program is available to eligi-
ble youth and adults who are or will be attending an
Illinois College, University, or Community College as a
full time student (12 credit hours or more). Applicants
must have at least a (C) grade point average. Grades
must be provided at time of application and if approved,
at the end of the semester. Applications are taken in the
spring and summer for fall enrollments. Everyone is
encouraged to apply. These scholarships are funded by

CSBG School Supply Program

Applicant
must have an eviction notice from their landlord. These
funds can also be used to purchase prescribed medica-
tion on an emergency basis. Applicant must have a state-
ment from their doctor along with a copy of the pre-
scription. Applications are taken year round while funds
are available. Funding is provided by the Community
Services Block Grant through the Illinois Department of
Commerce and Economic Opportunity.

CSBG Employment Resource Lab

The CSBG Employment Resource Lab (ERL) is
designed to help income eligible individuals gain com-
puter skills and improve their chances in the job market.
